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My Expectations For Students and Parents

Students

I expect the students in Room 7 to do their best work, try hard, follow classroom and school rules, be good listeners, be responsible, be kind and respectful to others, and have fun. 

Parents

I expect you to communicate openly with me, feel part of our classroom community, read with and to your child, support your child with homework and personal responsibility, read my daily email, empty out your child’s folder daily, check out my website: stacyharris.weebly.com, and most of all, enjoy your student. 
I expect you to get your child to school on time. School begins at 8:30. We get to work first thing in the morning and when your child is late, he or she not only misses out on community-building and learning, but also disturbs other students.

What You Can Expect From Me

You can expect me to be fair, flexible and open. I will provide a comfortable classroom environment where we work together to learn, listen and grow. We will create a safe place where people can share ideas and learn from mistakes. I will individualize the curriculum to meet the needs of all students, making sure everyone is appropriately challenged. I will communicate with students and parents regularly, and will provide constructive feedback on classwork.

Curriculum Information

Multi-age Learning
In a multi-age classroom, students of different interests and abilities can work together to share their talents, encourage their classmates and stretch themselves in new directions.  Younger students can look upon older students to see what their future might entail.  Older students can better understand their own ideas by sharing them with younger students.  That does not mean that older students will spend all their time helping younger students, nor does it mean that younger students will be pushed beyond their own abilities.  It means that students of different abilities will interact together to benefit from each other. Multi-age classes contain a balanced ratio of all learners. Multi-age learning is not tracking or ability grouping.
 

A multi-age classroom is more representative of real life and how people interact.  Families have children who are younger and older.  Businesses have employees who are novices and experts.  These differences are not seen as deficits but as assets.  The same is true for the multi-age classroom.  Our differences, our prior knowledge and our individual passions all contribute to a rich and enjoyable learning environment.

While the 1st and 2nd graders will be learning and growing together, there will be some grade-alike groupings and some explicit grade-alike time. 1st and 2nd graders will go to Computer Lab and Library at two separate times, allowing me to work with the other grade level in a smaller group.
Cooperative Learning: I focus a lot on cooperative learning in my class.  I believe that cooperation is essential in a classroom community and in the real world.  Students will be working in pairs, in small groups and individually.  I expect each child to be willing to collaborate with others and to work together.  The purpose of these flexible groupings is to promote cooperation, group skills, responsibility and interpersonal communication. 
Independence, Responsibilities, and Productive Struggle
Part of 1st and 2nd grade is learning how to be independent and responsible about one's possessions and one’s behaviors. Students are encouraged to become more responsible and independent by making choices and then dealing with the positive and negative consequences of those actions. While this may sound very "grown-up", it is in fact a very important part of school and becoming a capable and successful student. Students who have many opportunities to choose which activities they wish to engage in, or what subjects they would like to learn about, are more likely to be motivated by the tasks in which they are engaged. Being responsible for turning in school work and materials on time will help reinforce the importance of accomplishing tasks in a timely manner.
When your child comes to you with a problem or challenge, instead of immediately giving help, try the simple question: “How can you solve that problem?” It’s a good springboard to help children think about what they have done so far to solve the problem and what they might try to do next to find a solution. The goal is growing your child’s problem-solving skills and independence, getting your child to try to think first about a solution rather than look for assistance.  
Productive struggle is the process of effortful learning that develops grit and creative problem-solving. Dr. Barbara Blackburn writes, “Productive struggle is what I call the "sweet spot" in between scaffolding and support. Rather than immediately helping students at the first sign of trouble, we should allow them to work through struggles independently before we offer assistance. That may sound counterintuitive, since many of us assume that helping students learn means protecting them from negative feelings of frustration. But for students to become independent learners, they must learn to persist in the face of challenge.” Productive struggle benefits students in their academic and social-emotional learning.
Blended Learning

I implement a program called Blended Learning during math.  Blended Learning is a method that allows student choice about learning, encourages cooperative learning, incorporates technology as a learning tool, and differentiates instruction.  Students use a check-off sheet to complete varied required and choice activities.  While the students are completing these activities, I am calling small skill groups over to work with me.  

Language Arts: We will be using Teachers College Reader’s Workshop, Writer’s Workshop, Phonics Workshop, reading in content areas, read aloud, reading foundational skills, directed writing, Word of the Week, poetry, Close Reading, Write From the Beginning and Beyond, Thinking Maps, and core literature. 
Math: The Math program in Room 7 addresses the standards in many ways: small group instruction, partner work, independent work, technology. We will use math checklists, warm ups, SPS (Story Problem Spotlight,) our district-adopted My Math text, glyphs, Read It Draw It Solve It, Marilyn Burns hands-on activities, Versatiles, problem solving, math games, math in literature and Marcy Cook activities. The focus of SPS is problem solving, using multiple, student-selected strategies and extensive sharing and discussing of student work. Students learn to explain their thinking clearly and benefit from hearing other students’ strategies. Examining students’ various strategies gives me a lot of insight into their developmental stages. I use that knowledge to drive the curriculum, addressing the students’ needs and moving them forward. 
Reader's Workshop: Four days a week we will be doing Reader's Workshop.  The philosophy behind Reader's Workshop is that children get better at reading by reading.  They enjoy reading more when they choose their reading materials and we need to give them time to read things that excite them.  Like Writer's Workshop, we begin each session with a skills-based mini-lesson. Some topics: how to choose a book, looking for good descriptive language, different genres, what to do when you see a word you don't know.  Then the children have 45 minutes or so to just read. After I have assessed each child to determine his or her Guided Reading Level (GRL,) I will ask the kids to focus their Reader’s Workshop reading with a book on their reading level, one above or one below.  I will circulate among the students, having 3-5 read to me individually each day.  We talk about the reading and I get to hear all the students read aloud and work one-on-one on needed skills.  
Reading foundational skills: We will focus on phonological awareness (understanding sounds,) phonics, and word recognition (decoding) both in isolation and in text.
Journals: Students will be communicating in an interactive journal in the mornings.  I will respond in writing to each student every day.  The journal is an interactive, ongoing conversation between the student and me.  The students may write about anything they want.  They direct the content of their journal. 

Writer's Workshop: Writer’s Workshop is a time for the students to be authors, to learn to write by writing.  We begin each session with a skills-based mini-lesson.  We may work on punctuation, capital letters, describing words or how to write a good beginning sentence, for example. Then the children have time to write. They choose topics, they choose the form of their writing, and they write.  The students will use the steps of the Writing Process to create pieces of writing. We end every Writer's Workshop with the Author's Chair where students can share their work and hear comments and questions from the other student authors. Students learn by giving and receiving feedback.
Social Studies: We’ll be learning about citizenship, geography and map skills, comparing and contrasting everyday life long ago and now, community, economics, and people who make a difference.
Science: We will be doing hands-on investigations and inquiry-based learning in the areas of Life Science, Physical Science and Earth Science. We will also be doing some small group STEM challenges.
Project-Based Learning is an authentic way for students to blend together multiple curricular areas to explore questions and topics that excite them. Stay tuned for two Deep Learning Expos this year!
Thinking Maps

Using Thinking Maps is a way for students to visually organize information.  There are 8 maps. They are…

Circle Map – for defining

Bubble Map – for describing

Double Bubble – for comparing and contrasting

Tree Map – for categorizing and classifying

Flow Map – for sequencing

Multi-Flow Map – for cause and effect

Brace Map – whole to parts

Bridge Map – for analogies

PE: We have PE on Tuesday, Thursday, and Friday. Please send your child with proper shoes for participation those days.
Star of the Week: This is a wonderful community and self-esteem-building activity. Each child will get the opportunity to be our special Star of the Week once this year. I will do my best to assign your child a week as close to his or her birthday as I can. I will send home more information the Friday before your child’s turn. The kids eagerly await their turns!

Library: We go on Wednesdays. Please return books on time.
Spelling:  Each student will have an individualized spelling list comprising both words they misspelled when pretested from Rebecca Sitton’s 1200 Most Frequently Used Words and spelling errors your child made in his or her journal or everyday work.  Every student’s list is tailor-made for him or her every week. Even if the words may seem easy, they are words your child did not know that week. The students will have six words each week. Six words may not seem like very many, but I have found that some children get their words right on the Spelling test, but immediately spell them wrong afterwards.  I believe that if there are too many words on the list, the student will memorize them for the test, but not retain them.  My goal is for the students to really learn their words and to spell them correctly in all of their work after the test.  If the student begins misspelling words again, they will reappear on the list of spelling words.
Optional Work: There are some pages in our math and reading programs that we won’t be doing in class. I will send them home marked “optional” so your child may do them at home. There is no specific due date and your child doesn’t have to do them at all. BUT, they are good practice during long weekends, vacations and if your child needs extra help or challenge. 
Weekend Homework: Children have ample time to complete and correct classwork during class time. When they have finished their assignment, they check their Work in Progress folders to see if they have anything else to complete or correct. Students earn Friday Free Choice by finishing all classwork. Work that is still not done by Friday afternoon will come home as weekend homework due Monday. Your support in helping your child complete weekend homework is important.
Volunteering, Classroom Supplies and Wishlist
 

I am very excited to welcome parent volunteers in order to increase the richness of our classroom program.  Many of you are eager to contribute your time and talents to our classroom and I am thrilled to have you! As you know, a positive connection between the school and home is vital for your child’s education. I can especially use parents during the beginning and end of every day (Math and Reader’s Workshop,) as well as a parent to supervise students at Computer Lab and Library so that I may meet with a smaller grade-alike group simultaneously. Parent participation allows for small group instruction, resulting in more individualized education

Homework

I strongly suggest eliminating screen time on school nights and giving your child more time to be a child. Kids need unscheduled time to play, read, draw, use their imaginations and homework takes away from that. I embrace the “less is more” philosophy of homework and have worked hard to ensure what I ask families to do at home is truly important. All homework information is listed on my website. Please help your students learn to budget their time. Look at the week ahead and plan around busy days. Time management is a life skill!

Daily 
*Reading 15-20 minutes each night--  with your child reading silently, reading aloud, being read to, or a combination - Book in a Bag is a priority—your child reads this book aloud to you every day (more information on page 13.) Don’t forget to fill in the Reading Challenge calendar.
Throughout The Week 

*Math game/activity—I will send home a new one each week, as well as post it on my website. These games and activities require an adult and many use decks of cards and dice. Please do the activity or play the game at least once during the week. These math activities reinforce classroom concepts and are a fun way to connect home and school.

*Spelling practice- lists come home on Mondays and Spelling tests are on Fridays—look on my website’s Homework page for suggestions about how to practice. Spelling tests will begin in September.
*at least 30 minutes of Lexia and 5 Dreambox math lessons weekly
I have listed some “homework alternatives” on my website. Kids can also work on optional pages.
Birthdays in Room 7

We love to celebrate birthdays! If you would like to send in a treat to celebrate your child’s birthday, please let me know ahead of time. Something I’ve been doing for years is encouraging students to donate a special birthday book to the class. 

A birthday book can be any book that your child loves and thinks classmates would enjoy. I’ll write your child’s name and birthday inside the cover and students will enjoy this gift for many years.

Please do NOT send birthday invitations to class to hand out unless everyone is receiving one. This helps to eliminate tears and hurt feelings.
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Home-School Communication

I am available to talk to you, to answer questions or to discuss your child’s progress. I check my email at least once a day and promise a timely response. Email is the best way to reach me and is my preferred way to distribute classroom information and announcements. It’s the most efficient way for me to contact all of you and keep you informed. I will send a daily email at the end of each school day sharing what we did in class, school activities, suggestions for ways to help at home, coming events and announcements. Please take the time to read this email with your child and use it for a springboard for further conversations. 

I ask your child to bring his or her Webster folder to and from school every day. They will be filled with any papers that need to go home and will be sent home daily.


On Fridays, I will send home a Friday Green Sheet. I will let you know about your child’s progress, behavior, strengths and ways to help at home. There is a place for parents to sign and to write back to me, if desired. If your child has unfinished classwork from the week, I will send it home as weekend homework. Please make sure the green Friday report is signed and returned on Mondays, along with any weekend homework. 
Reading At Home Philosophy

Reading at home is one of the most important things you can do to help your child succeed in school. Part of each night’s homework is reading for 15-20 minutes. This should be a pleasurable activity and not a chore! As part of a “balanced diet” of reading, combine different kinds of reading activities: listening to your child read aloud to you, reading aloud to your child, independent silent reading, taking turns reading pages. Your child should read his or her Book in a Bag aloud to you each night—this leveled book targets your child’s specific reading needs, BUT, also be sure that your child participates in the choices about what else to read. If a book is too difficult for your child to read independently, but your child has a high interest in it, that would be a perfect opportunity for you to read aloud to your child!
Reading Challenge calendar
Each month, I will provide a Reading Challenge calendar. It’s a way for your child to record his or her reading and to explore new reading choices by trying the different suggestions.  If your child turns it in on the 1st of the next month, he or she will earn a prize book. The Reading Challenge calendar is part of Room 7’s homework.
Leveled Books/Book in a Bag


I assess each child at least 3 times during the year to find his or her independent reading level. The books are leveled with different letters of the alphabet. The target starting level for 1st graders is F and for 2nd graders is K. Finding your child’s independent reading level depends on reading fluency (pace,) decoding, and comprehension skills. I will have assessed each child individually by the end of the third week of school. During Reader’s Workshop, I ask students to read books that are on the level, one above or one below. For example, if your child is at level J, he or she may read I, J or K books during Reader’s Workshop, but can read books at other levels at other times. 


The students in Room 7 have the opportunity to bring home a Book in a Bag each day. These books are at each child’s independent reading level. It is essential that you listen to your children read these books aloud to you daily. The more practice they get with these “just right” books, the more their fluency, accuracy and comprehension will improve. Some of them may seem easy to you (please do not tell your child you think the book is too easy!), but they are at your child’s target independent reading level-- they should know 95% of the words!


Your child may check out a new Book in a Bag as often as every day! When your child is ready for a new book, he or she should return the book in the bag in the pink book box in the back of Room 7. I ask that you treat the reading at home books with care. Many children will use them. Please transport books to and from school in the Ziploc bag provided. If the book is lost, I ask for a $5.00 replacement fee.


Please incorporate the Book in a Bag into your daily reading routine. Talk to your child about what they have read. Have them retell the story in their own words. Ask questions about the story. Fill in the Reading Challenge calendar. Your child will be able to take home a Book in a Bag as soon as I have assessed him or her.
Parent Tips For Reading: Reading Aloud and Beyond

*Read to your child or have your child read to you for at least 15 minutes every day. This will allow your child to hear one million more words a year!

Becoming a Nation of Readers—funded by US Dept. of Education

· reading aloud is the single most important activity to build knowledge required for success in reading

· reading aloud should happen at home and in the classroom throughout the grades

Reading aloud will……

*Condition the child’s brain to associate reading with pleasure—we are pleasure seeking. We will voluntarily do something over and over again that brings us pleasure. Every read aloud is an advertisement for pleasure! We want to create lifelong readers!
*Create background knowledge

*Build vocabulary—there are more difficult words in books than on TV or usual conversation. There are 3 times more “rare” words in a children’s book than in conversation.
*Provide a reading role model

*Improve kids’ reading, writing, listening, speaking and attitude about reading.

*Feed reading vocabulary, speaking vocabulary and writing vocabulary. Listening vocabulary and independent reading vocabulary are not the same! Your child can understand books that he/she can’t read independently! You are pouring higher vocabulary words into your child’s ear! You are feeding your child’s writing skill and style.

*Open up conversations between you and your child. This is helpful for sensitive subjects. Your child may feel more comfortable discussing an issue when it relates to a character instead of themselves. “What do you think Joe should have done when he heard his friend teasing a classmate?”
What can you do at home?

*Don’t leave reading to the schools. Children who read outside of school are more likely to succeed than those who don’t. Give kids time every day for reading independently. You are getting them hooked on reading—now give them time to do it! The more kids read, the better they will get at it.

*Let your children see you read something every day. Share your excitement about what you are reading with your children.

*What can you buy to help your child be a better reader? 3 B’s—books, a book basket (for the bathroom, kitchen, any room!) and a bedside lamp. Have books available all around your house.

*Get your child a library card and make regular trips to the library.

*Take books wherever you go: the car, the dentist, the market—don’t forget audiobooks.

*Does your child have favorite books? Learn more about the author together!

*Create a neighborhood book club—or a family book club. I can help!
*Monitor and consider eliminating “screen time” on school nights!  At least, make the TV work for you: turn on the closed captioning to increase your child’s exposure to text.

*Take the TV/laptop/tablet/phone out of your child’s bedroom
What’s wrong with watching TV?

It requires and fosters shorter attention span (short segments)—reading encourages and requires longer attention spans.

TV is an antisocial experience while reading is social (reading aloud, discussion time)

Kids can’t ask questions to the TV—children learn the most by questioning.

TV interrupts family conversation.

TV encourages deceptive thinking—quick fixes to problems
